The SMP update process began in late 2016. The Planning Commission will hold a public hearing
in Spring 2023 and may vote to recommend the draft SMP to the Board of County
Commissioners (BOCC) for local adoption. The BOCC is anticipated to adopt by June 30, 2023.
After the SMP is locally adopted, the updated SMP and the supporting documentation will be
delivered to Washington State Department of Ecology for its formal review and final approval.

The County is required to review and update the SMP every 8 years (Chapter 90.58.080(4)(a)

The proposed project is an update to the 1996 Klickitat County SMP. This action implements
the Washington State Shoreline Management Act (Chapter 90.58 RCW), which governs the
development of Washington's shorelines. Local jurisdictions are required to update their SMPs
in accordance with the Guidelines in Washington State Administrative Code (WAC 173-26),
which was revised in 2003 to reflect current knowledge regarding shoreline management and
available science.

The SMP includes goals and policies, development regulations, and shoreline jurisdiction maps
with shoreline environment designations. Project elements also include a programmatic
Shoreline Restoration Plan and a Cumulative Impacts Analysis (CIA). The CIA evaluates the
cumulative impacts of reasonably foreseeable future development on shoreline ecological
functions, and concludes with a statement that the SMP will not result in a net degradation of
those functions.

This proposed non-project action would repeal the 1996 SMP, and create a new Klickitat County
Shoreline Master Program containing goals, policies and regulations to govern the use of
County shorelines.

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The updated SMP will apply to shoreline jurisdictions in unincorporated Klickitat County. Shoreline
jurisdiction encompasses approximately 437miles of river shoreline, including rivers that qualify as
Shorelines of Statewide Significance: White Salmon, Klickitat and Columbia Rivers; and Trout Lake Creek.
Shoreline jurisdiction includes the shoreline of Horsethief, Chamberlain and Rowland Lakes; Mill Pond;
and streams with a mean annual flow at least 20 cubic feet per second. For each of these water bodies,
jurisdiction includes land within 200 feet of the ordinary high water mark (OHWM), its floodway,
contiguous 100-year floodplain extending a maximum of 200 feet inland of the floodway, and any
associated wetlands. The County did not elect to expand shoreline jurisdiction to encompass the entire
100-year floodplain or critical area buffers.

Habitat within shoreline jurisdiction in Klickitat County is varied. Table 3-1 in the Shoreline
Analysis Report {SAR) lists all priority habitats and species identified by WDFW in Klickitat
County and Maps 21-23 in the SAR Map Folio provides these PHS maps. The White Salmon
subbasin plan identified 349 wildlife species within 11 habitat types. The Klickitat subbasin plan
identified 365 wildlife species within the 15 habitat types. Hundreds of fish and wildlife species
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reside in or migrate through the Columbia River. Additional information on species by shoreline
and reach is available in the Shoreline Analysis Report.

Shoreline jurisdiction may contain the following state or federally listed threatened or endangered
species which are known to be present in Klickitat County: Bull Trout/Dolly Varden, Chinook Salmon,
Chum Salmon, Coho, Rainbow Trout/Steelhead/Inland Redband Trout, Sockeye Salmon, Oregon Spotted
Frog, Pacific (Western) Pond Turtle, Ferruginous Hawk, Great Sage-grouse, Sandhill Crane, Spotted Owl,
Western Gray Squirrel, Fisher and Mardon Skipper. Additionally, the following state or federal candidate
species may be present in shoreline jurisdiction: River Lamprey, Leopard Dace, Mountain Sucker,
Western Toad, California Mountain Kingsnake, Sharptail Snake, Striped Whipsnake, Sagebrush Lizard,
Western Grebe, Goldendale Eagle, Northern Goshawk, Burrowing Owl, Flammulated Owl, Vaux’s Swift,
Black-backed Woodpecker, Lewis” Woodpecker, Pileated Woodpecker, Loggerhead Shrike, Sage Sparrow,
Sage Thrasher, Preble’s Shrew, Townsend’s Bog-eared Bat, Black-tailed Jackrabbit, White-tailed
Jackrabbit, Townsend’s Ground Squirrel, Cascade Red Fox, Wolverine, Columbia Oregonian, Dalles
Sideband, Juniper Hairstreak.

Yes, Pacific Flyway. Additionally, certain areas of Klickitat County contain annual migratory birds and
waterfowl. Other localized areas provide migration corridors for deer and other small terrestrial species.

Klickitat County’s shoreline jurisdiction encompasses approximately 437 miles of river shoreline.
Jurisdictional shoreland area totals approximately 32 square miles and includes floodways, associated
floodplains, and wetlands. Current uses along these shorelines vary, including but not limited to
residential use, commercial use, public use, agriculture and forestry, utilities, and undeveloped land. The
Columbia River shoreline is characterized by a mix of industrial, resource production/extraction, and
government-owned public uses.

b. Has the project site been used as working farmlands or working forest lands? If so, describe. How
much agricultural or forest land of long-term commercial significance will be converted to other
uses because of the proposal, if any? If resource lands have not been designated, how many
acres in farmland or forest land tax status will be converted to nonfarm or nonforest use?

Resource production/extraction in the form of agriculture is the dominant land use in all of the County’s
shorelines. Maintenance of existing agriculture is commercially and culturally important to Klickitat
County, which is recognized in the policies and regulations in the SMP. There is also forest land in some
parts of shoreline jurisdiction. This is not a site-specific proposal and so it will not directly result in the
conversion of any agricultural or forest land.

1. Will the proposal affect or be affected by surrounding working farm or forest land normal
business operations, such as oversize equipment access, the application of pesticides, tilling,
and harvesting?

These maps were updated to reflect current land use and zoning
as a part of the 2023 SMP update process.

The Klickitat County shoreline jurisdiction includes frequently flooded areas, fish and wildlife habitat
conservation areas, wetlands and geologically hazardous areas. Maps of many of these features are
included in the Shoreline Analysis Report. Site-specific development proposals will be reviewed for the
presence of critical areas on or near the site and will be required to comply with the shoreline critical
areas regulations.

In Klickitat County, cultural resources sited on the Columbia River are concentrated near the
Dalles. Historic register sites include the Columbia River Bridge at the Dalles and the Celilo
Railroad Bridge. Historic properties (greater than 50 years old) include the Dalles Dam, Sam Hill
Memorial Bridge near Bingen Harbor, and State Road No. 8.

The Columbia River has been a major regional waterway for centuries, providing fishing, hunting
and transportation for native peoples. Numerous sections of the Columbia were dammed in the
early and mid-20" Century to ease navigation, provide irrigation water, and generate
hydroelectric power. The White Salmon River is part of the Yakama Nation’s history, and contains
hunting, fishing and gathering grounds as well as archaeological and cultural sites. Rattlesnake
Creek was added to the National Register of Historic Places in 1978. The Klickitat River has also
been a cultural resource for centuries providing hunting, forage and fishing opportunities.
